With a play-off 
spot just about remaining in our own 
hands tonightôs game takes on increased 
importance but will be super tough 
against a high-flying Portland United side 
for whom victory would pretty much 
guarantee the play-offs. 
A word of congratulation to our U18 
team who have progressed to the final 
of their league cup with a superb win 
against Cobham Sports last week.  Also 
well done to our U13 side and their 
manager Adam Colmer who won their 
league at the weekend with a game to 
spare, having been unbeaten throughout 
the entire season. 
Off the pitch it is a busy time of year for 
the committee. As the season winds 
down attention turns to our annual 
music festival, Brockstock, which as 
usual is being held over the second bank 
holiday weekend in May (23rd-24th). The 
festival has grown to become a 
significant local event which sees local 
campsites filling up with visitors and is of 
course the clubôs biggest fundraiser of 
the year. Online ticketing goes live this 
week and includes the regular early-bird 
offer for club members. We look forward 
to welcoming many of you to Grigg Lane 
for what is essentially our end of season 
knees-up! 
Planning for next season is in full swing 
with the 2026-27 budget completed and 
approved by the Trustees and the usual 
raft of off-season maintenance and 
ground works planned. I am delighted to 

report that our grant application was 
approved by the FA last week and our 
floodlights will be replaced over the 
summer. This is a significant, ~Ã40k, 
essential investment for the club with 
the existing lights failing and our 
floodlight certificate requiring renewal. 
The new floodlights will be modern eco-
friendly LEDs, cheaper to run, carry a 
ten-year guarantee and benefit our 
neighbours through reduced light 
pollution. Let there be light! é but only 
in the right places! 
With first team football drawing to a 
close we are delighted to turn the pitch 
over to Brockenhurst Youth FC for six 
weeks from April 14th. So far they have 
confirmed their annual awards evening 
which will be preceded by some internal 
7-a-side games on 15th May, training 
session on Friday evenings and 4 
leagues matches for the older girls 
teams who are able to play on a full 
sized pitch. When I cast my eyes around 
Grigg Lane at this time of year I see a 
bag of outstanding jobs. For the kids, 
however, it is the theatre of dreams! 
They absolutely love running out from 
changing rooms and playing on the big 
pitch with their families cheering from 
the stand. It is lovely to see and really 
heart-warming. 
That concludes my third set of 
programme notes this season which I 
hope have not been too tedious a read. 
Hereôs hoping for a great match and a 
victory for the Badgers. You never know, 
we might just sneak into those play-offs.

The club was founded in 1898, initially playing close to the Rhinefield Ornamental 
Drive. The Badgers were founder members of the New Forest League which they 
won a number of times. They moved before World War 1 to a site between the 
Rose and Crown and Snakecatcher pubs. Following the war the club played in both 
the Bournemouth and Hampshire leagues, moving to Fathersfield. In 1931 they 
were forced to move again, to Black Knoll when Fathersfield was given over to 
housing. In 1935 the club won the New Forest Lads Cup. Within two years the 
Badgers moved to Oberfield and after World War 2 they spent some seasons at Tile 
Barn before moving to their current home at Grigg Lane in 1951. 
 
The club were crowned Hampshire League Division Three champions in 1960 as 
well as winning the Bournemouth Seniors cup. They moved between the Second 
and Third divisions until in 1971 they were promoted to Division One where they 
won the league title in the 1975-76 season. Brockenhurst were founder members of 
the Wessex League, joining in 1986. The clubôs FA Cup giant killing reached its 
pinnacle in season 2001/02 when Kingstonian were defeated and in season 2004/05 
the club reached the 3rd qualifying round, the run ending in defeat to Bath City. 
 
In season 2012/13 the club returned to the Wessex Premier Division as Division One 
champions and reached the final of both the Southampton DFA Senior Cup and the 
Wessex League Cup. The Badgers won three cups in three yearsðin season 
2019/20 the team won the Bournemouth Senior Cup; in 2020/21 we lifted the 
Hampshire Senior Invitational Supplementary Cup; and in 2021/22 we won the 
Russell-Cotes Cup.  In 2020/21, both the U18 and U17 teams won their divisions.  
Season 2021/22 was one of the most successful for Brockenhurst in recent years, 
with the club finishing 6th in the Premier Division, getting to the last 16 in the FA 
Vase and winning the Russell-Cotes Cup.  Brockenhurst celebrated its 125th season 
in 2023/24, and missed out on the promotion playoffs by goal difference only.  At 
the end of the season, long-serving manager Pat McManus left the club; a 
successful and enjoyable testimonial match was held for Pat in July 2024. 
 
We recently appointed Steve Devlin as first-team manager of Brockenhurst.  We 
have retained the core of the squad from last yearôs campaign, and added 
experience, some returning players and a number of promising players.  The future 
looks bright for The Badgers.

Portland united  

Club history  

Nigel Biddlecombeôs óA History of Weymouth FCô mentions óThe Bluesô as 
early as 1902/03. In 1907/08 a combined team entered the FA Cup under 
the name 'Portland Prison Officers and Portland United'. In 1925 the club 
joined the Western League Div 2, regularly playing in front of crowds of 2-
3,000. Following World War II, the club turned semi-professional and joined 
Div 1 of the Western League, where they remained for the next 24 seasons. 
The record attendance at Grove Corner was set in January 1949 when 
4,127 watched the League match against neighbours Weymouth. One of 
the most successful seasons in the clubôs history came in 1965/66 when 
they finished as runners-up in the Western League Div 1 and progressed to 
the 4th Qualifying Round of the FA Cup. In 1994 the Crown decided it 
needed the original ground for mineral extraction and the club was provid-
ed with a new home a couple of hundred yards along the road.  During the 
winter of their first season at the new ground, the entire island of Portland 
had to be evacuated whilst an unexploded wartime bomb - found under-
neath the penalty area of their old ground - had to be defused! Portland 
stepped up to the Wessex League in 2001, but initially struggled and re-
turned to the Dorset Premier League in 2006 which they won in 2007/08, 
2008/09, 2012/13 and 2013/14. They also won the League cup in 2008/09 
finishing as runners up on three more occasions. Portlandôs promotion to 
the Sydenhams Wessex Football League Division One came in 2015. The 
Blues won Div 1 in their first season, losing just four games in the league, 
amassing 84 points. In 2016/17, following an unbeaten league run of 27 
league games, Portland Utd FC had everything to play for in their last 
match home v Bemerton Heath Harlequins - needing all three points to 
have a chance of winning the league. A 95th minute goal from Ryan 
McKechnie saw the Blues clinch victory achieving a remarkable first season 
in the Prem Div under Manager, Gary Bailey.  In 2018/19 the Blues reached 
the final of The Sydenhams Wessex League Cup. In 2019/20 the club 
bought the ground from the Crown.  Season 2022/23 culminated with a 
charity match versus Ex-Saints, which raised Ã8,800 for charity.  In 2023/24 
Portland narrowly missed out on a play-off place, finishing 7th after a 2-1 
home loss to Brockenhurst on the final day.  Season 2024/25 was a chal-
lenging one for the first team, with a number of changes of manager and a 
finishing position in the Wessex Premier Division of 17th.  However the u-
18s enjoyed a superb season, securing a league and cup double.  The club 
enters the 2025/26 season with a refreshed management team and hopes 
of a stronger showing across all levels.

This game wasnôt helped as a spectacle by a strong wind, largely favouring 
the hosts in the first half, and also by a dry, bouncing pitch. The hosts 
made most of the early running with Wilcock their most dangerous player ï 
he was keeping the Brock defence honest (and also had the ball in the net 
after a shot came back off the post, but it was ruled out for offside).  Goal 
machine Chris Long had a quiet afternoon ï credit to MacFarlane and Well-
man for that. Wilcock then poked a shot against the baré 31 minutes, an-
other Wilcock cross, headed over by Longé Brock were struggling to gain 
any controlled possession, not helped by the wind but too careless with the 
ball and also disrupted by two first-half substitutions for injury. The Badg-
ers werenôt bad without the ball and were mostly restricting Rec to longer-
range efforts; and fortunately for them, Rec had left their shooting boots 
behind. Roberts did get a shot on target in injury time, but it was straight 
at Valero. HT 0-0 

Brock were much better in the second half. Hodge had one early shot for 
Rec, well saved by Valero, but now Brock had the wind at their backs and 
were pressing higher. Even so, they took the lead in unexpected fashion; 
Burgess, who had an impressive game after coming on, put in a dangerous 
cross and an attempted clearance cannoned off McMurdo for an own goal. 
57 minutes, Badgers in front ï and they started to look much the likelier 
side and should have put the game to bed. McCarthy-Gardiner took the ball 
round the keeper but from a tight angle he chose to cross instead of shoot-
ingé and then on 72 minutes, Doe was shown a straight red for a foul on 
Walker. Walker nicked the ball past his man and looked to be running clear 
before being taken out; he was still a long way from goal, but the decision 
wasnôt overly controversial. 9 to go, Colmer headed a Burgess cross just 
wideé 5 to go, Walker shot from the edge of the box and Murphy made an 
excellent save to keep Rec in the game. Into overtime, Freddie Beale with a 
brilliant run but McCarthy-Gardinerôs shot went just wide. And then the 
sucker-punch: 90+5, a final free kick near the halfway line for Rec, punted 
into the box, nodded on by Long and Sean Wright arriving beyond the back 
post to hammer a shot into the far corner and rescue a point. FT 1-1
