The club was founded in 1898, initially playing close to the Rhinefield Ornamental 
Drive. The Badgers were founder members of the New Forest League which they 
won a number of times. They moved before World War 1 to a site between the 
Rose and Crown and Snakecatcher pubs. Following the war the club played in both 
the Bournemouth and Hampshire leagues, moving to Fathersfield. In 1931 they 
were forced to move again, to Black Knoll when Fathersfield was given over to 
housing. In 1935 the club won the New Forest Lads Cup. Within two years the 
Badgers moved to Oberfield and after World War 2 they spent some seasons at Tile 
Barn before moving to their current home at Grigg Lane in 1951. 
 
The club were crowned Hampshire League Division Three champions in 1960 as 
well as winning the Bournemouth Seniors cup. They moved between the Second 
and Third divisions until in 1971 they were promoted to Division One where they 
won the league title in the 1975-76 season. Brockenhurst were founder members of 
the Wessex League, joining in 1986. The clubôs FA Cup giant killing reached its 
pinnacle in season 2001/02 when Kingstonian were defeated and in season 2004/05 
the club reached the 3rd qualifying round, the run ending in defeat to Bath City. 
 
In season 2012/13 the club returned to the Wessex Premier Division as Division One 
champions and reached the final of both the Southampton DFA Senior Cup and the 
Wessex League Cup. The Badgers won three cups in three yearsðin season 
2019/20 the team won the Bournemouth Senior Cup; in 2020/21 we lifted the 
Hampshire Senior Invitational Supplementary Cup; and in 2021/22 we won the 
Russell-Cotes Cup.  In 2020/21, both the U18 and U17 teams won their divisions.  
Season 2021/22 was one of the most successful for Brockenhurst in recent years, 
with the club finishing 6th in the Premier Division, getting to the last 16 in the FA 
Vase and winning the Russell-Cotes Cup. 
 
Brockenhurst celebrated its 125th season in 2023/24, and missed out on the 
promotion playoffs by goal difference only.  At the end of the season, long-serving 
manager Pat McManus left the club; a successful and enjoyable testimonial match 
for Pat was held in July 2024. 
 
Danny Ackland has now become the manager of Brockenhurst; we have retained 
many of the players from last yearôs positive campaign, and have made some great 
signings too.  The future looks bright for The Badgers.

Afc portchester  

Club history  

With a history dating back to 1971, the AFC Portchester of today came into 
existence when the club merged with another Portchester side, Castle Roy-
als, in the 2002-03 season. 
This merger came after the club was accepted into the Hampshire League 
in 1998, following many successful years playing in various Portsmouth 
leagues. Once in the Hampshire League the Royals finished as runners-up 
in Division 2 in 1999-2000 and then won Division 1 in 2001-02. 
Since the merger with Castle Royals, AFC Portchester has become one of 
Hampshireôs biggest clubs, currently boasting a total of 40 teams across 
youth and adultsô football, and with additional groups like walking football 
and tiny-tots sessions, the club caters for those wanting to play football 
from the age of just two up to 80 and beyond. 
Another significant milestone for the club came in June 2011 when it was 
awarded The Queens's Award for Voluntary Service (MBE) for Groups, in 
recognition of the important role the organisation plays in the local com-
munity. 
Season 2011-12 saw the first team gain promotion to the Sydenhamôs 
Wessex Premier Division, after securing the runners-up position in Division 
1. In the same season the reserves took the runners-up spot in the newly 
formed Wyvern Combination East Division to gain promotion to the Premier 
Division. They also won the Hampshire Intermediate Cup. 
The next phase in the clubôs development brought the arrival of Graham 
Rix as manager in 2013. Grahamôs CV included 17 international caps for 
England, captaining Arsenal and managing Chelsea and Portsmouth. His 
vast experience was instrumental in helping to develop the clubôs facilities 
and ethos to the level they are now at today. 
Under the drive and leadership of Chairman Paul Kelly, the club have also 
made great strides in the facilities. The On-site group stadium now has 
four bars and function rooms, 3 stands seating over 250 people in addition 
to a popular hospitality suite. 
The clubôs continued development has brought its fair share of silverware 
too. Last season the club won their biggest piece of silverware yet, by win-
ning the Hampshire Senior Cup, defeating Southern League Premier Divi-
sion AFC Totton in the final.  Other cup successes include the Sydenhams 
Wessex League Cup in 2014-15 and 2017-18, and the Russell Cotes Cup in 
2013-14 and 2016-17. 
In February 2021, Dave Carter arrived from then Southern League side 
Moneyfields to take up the first team managerôs position, and his assistant 
Gavin Spurway took over the reins ahead of the current season.

Here, finally, was the performance the Badgers had been hiding in 
their back pocket since about August.  Positive throughout, front-
footed, all the best players on the pitch were in blue; the result did-
nôt flatter them.  Brock looked dangerous from the first, when Atia-
ko-Hall couldnôt quite take Grayôs clever pass with him, but the final 
ball wasnôt quite there, and the Wasps did have their moments ï 
OôHare getting in the way of one piledriver shot which might other-
wise have made Valero work.  But Brock were in the ascendent and 
they finally made the breakthrough on 35 minutes: a neat pass, 
Bunce with the shot across goal, off the inside of the post and back 
along the line, collected again by Bunce with another powerful 
shot, again off the inside of the post from a tight angle but this 
time going over the line to give Brock a deserved lead.

The Wasps came out with greater urgency, but still not accurate 
enough with their passing to overly trouble the Badgers.  Another 
terrific move on 63 minutes: Adams with an incisive pass to Gray, 
Atiako-Hall and keeper Ball seemed to reach the ball at the same 
time and it squirmed up and off the bar ï and when it came down, 
Bunce calmly made it 4-0.  And then minutes later, Burgess pinched 
the ball in the opposition box and after a bit of a scramble, it was 
that man again Harry Bunce, picking up the pieces to complete his 
hat-trick.  Wincanton were well beaten but they kept going, and 
came very close after a corner was cleared out to the right and Wil-
liams turned and hit a curling shot just beyond the far post.
