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Good evening and welcome to 
Meadens Škoda Arena for the Quarter 
Final of the Southampton Senior Cup.  
We welcome the players, staff and 
supporters of Ringwood Town. 
Our last game in this cup—and indeed 
our most recent competitive fixture, as 
I write—was a 6-1 home win against 
New Milton Town.  The winners of 
tonight’s game will have reached the 
semi final, which is played as a single 
leg at a neutral ground, with the final 
being played at St. Mary’s stadium.  In 
2024/25 we made it to the semi final 
of the cup where we lost to Millbrook 
playing at Hythe and Dibden’s ground. 
As I write we have yet to play our 
Wessex League Cup tie at 
Christchurch, let’s hope the game is 
not called off.   
Currently the first team are sitting 6th 
in the table.  We’ve not played a 
league game in a month, but we also 
see that the teams around us no 
longer have so many games in hand.  
Our last league match was on 15th 
November, a home win 3-0 against 
Bournemouth Poppies. 
The Development side sit mid-table in 
6th, as I write they are due to play AFC 
Portchester on Saturday so let’s see 
how we get on.  Their most recent 
result was last month, and was a 4-1 
loss against Millbrook. 
The U18’s currently sit 5th in their 
league only 5 points off top spot with 
a game in hand.  The 18’s come off a 
5-4 victory against Millbrook in the 
challenge cup and a 4-3 victory away 

at Ringwood in the league. As I write 
they are due to play Millbrook on 
Sunday in the league, again I hope the 
tie goes ahead. 
Within the clubhouse we are just 
finishing off the new toilets which I 
hope everyone appreciates.  We are 
proud that the club can at last provide 
proper disabled facilities.  Ramps are 
due to be installed soon such that we 
can have proper access.  The club 
looks very festive now and many 
thanks to Laura for dressing it so well 
and with Kerrie’s help will be putting 
on another Christmas party for all the 
young local children on Sunday 21st 
December 
The next significant project in the club 
will be the installation of new 
floodlights.  The Premier League run a 
grant system where they pay 70% of 
the cost, and the installation comes 
with a 10 year guarantee to secure our 
evening fixtures into the future.  The 
floodlights being LED technology will 
also be significantly cheaper to run 
than our existing ex-QPR halogen 
system.  We have one technically 
compliant quotation in, and Ian Allan 
will co-ordinate obtaining two more, 
such that our application can be 
submitted. 
Our next home games are against 
Bemerton Heath Harlequins on 20th 
December in the league, followed by 
New Milton Town on the 27th 
December for our Christmas fixture.

The club was founded in 1898, initially playing close to the Rhinefield Ornamental 
Drive. The Badgers were founder members of the New Forest League which they 
won a number of times. They moved before World War 1 to a site between the 
Rose and Crown and Snakecatcher pubs. Following the war the club played in both 
the Bournemouth and Hampshire leagues, moving to Fathersfield. In 1931 they 
were forced to move again, to Black Knoll when Fathersfield was given over to 
housing. In 1935 the club won the New Forest Lads Cup. Within two years the 
Badgers moved to Oberfield and after World War 2 they spent some seasons at Tile 
Barn before moving to their current home at Grigg Lane in 1951. 
 
The club were crowned Hampshire League Division Three champions in 1960 as 
well as winning the Bournemouth Seniors cup. They moved between the Second 
and Third divisions until in 1971 they were promoted to Division One where they 
won the league title in the 1975-76 season. Brockenhurst were founder members of 
the Wessex League, joining in 1986. The club’s FA Cup giant killing reached its 
pinnacle in season 2001/02 when Kingstonian were defeated and in season 2004/05 
the club reached the 3rd qualifying round, the run ending in defeat to Bath City. 
 
In season 2012/13 the club returned to the Wessex Premier Division as Division One 
champions and reached the final of both the Southampton DFA Senior Cup and the 
Wessex League Cup. The Badgers won three cups in three years—in season 
2019/20 the team won the Bournemouth Senior Cup; in 2020/21 we lifted the 
Hampshire Senior Invitational Supplementary Cup; and in 2021/22 we won the 
Russell-Cotes Cup.  In 2020/21, both the U18 and U17 teams won their divisions.  
Season 2021/22 was one of the most successful for Brockenhurst in recent years, 
with the club finishing 6th in the Premier Division, getting to the last 16 in the FA 
Vase and winning the Russell-Cotes Cup.  Brockenhurst celebrated its 125th season 
in 2023/24, and missed out on the promotion playoffs by goal difference only.  At 
the end of the season, long-serving manager Pat McManus left the club; a 
successful and enjoyable testimonial match was held for Pat in July 2024. 
 
We recently appointed Steve Devlin as first-team manager of Brockenhurst.  We 
have retained the core of the squad from last year’s campaign, and added 
experience, some returning players and a number of promising players.  The future 
looks bright for The Badgers.

Club history 

Few football clubs in Hampshire can boast that they are over 140 years old, but an an-
cient copy of the old Ringwood Almanac reveals that Ringwood Town Football Club was 
formed in 1879. The club is first mentioned in county records in 1886 when it used the 
title of Ringwood Hornets.  The team was disbanded during the 1914-1918 war and was 
re-established in 1918 as Ringwood Comrades, consisting mainly of servicemen returning 
from the battlefields. 
In 1936 the club reverted to the name of Ringwood Town Football Club but was disband-
ed again during the Second World War. In 1946 the club was listed as Ringwood and 
Welworthy Football Club but soon reverted to the title of Ringwood Town FC and has 
played under that name ever since. 
The club played at Carvers Playing Fields during the 1950s and 1960s but an ambitious 
club committee, encouraged by Ringwood Town Council, laid the foundations for the club 
to move to the present Long Lane ground. 
Successive committees have continued to improve the facilities at the ground such that 
the club was able to join the Wessex League in 2004. 
Ringwood Town FC have won the Bournemouth Senior Cup on 4 occasions and runner up 
on a further four. In 1980 the club recorded its most memorable achievement when 
Southern League opponents were defeated to win the Russell Cotes Cup. Since then, the 
club was promoted to Hampshire League Division One only to be relegated the following 
season. The club has had notable success in the Bournemouth Leagues and in the 
Bournemouth F.A. Page Croft Cup. 
During 2003-04 season the 1st team reached the final of the Hampshire League Floodlit 
Cup whilst the reserve team won the Hampshire League Combination 2 Division. In 2005-
06 the 1st team finished 9th, with the reserve team 5th in their respective divisions. The 
re-formed Sunday team won Bournemouth F.A. Division 3 with an unbeaten league rec-
ord and a new League record, conceding only 9 goals in 22 matches. This improvement 
was not maintained in 2006-07, with the club finishing next to bottom of the Wessex 
League Premier Division. Wessex League Division 1 has been our mainstay since.  
The Club always strives to improve all aspects of its structure as one club with 30 youth 
teams from Under 6 through to Under 16 which flows into the two Under 18 teams. Next 
step-up from the U18s is our Development Team, who play in the Hampshire Combina-
tion and Development Premier League. 
This completes the proven pathway from youth football through to our 1st Team.  
In May 2023 the Club announced the appointment of Fran Mathers as new 1st Team 
Manager. Fran joins the Club from manager of Hampshire Premier League side Stock-
bridge FC and from a 6-year spell at Downton FC. There he was Head of Youth and his 
roles also included spells as U23 manager and Reserve Team manager. Off the pitch in 
September 2022, we announced exciting news of a major re-development plan of our 
Long Lane site. We’ve partnered with AFC Bournemouth Community Sports Trust and 
Ringwood Town Council to provide a new full-size 3G artificial turf pitch, improvements 
to existing grass pitches, better car parking and a new clubhouse. With significant invest-
ment from several partners, notably The Football Foundation, the 3G opened in Feb 2023 
and the new clubhouse opened in Nov 2024. 
On the pitch for season 25-26 the Club has 35 teams including a new disability side. 
Fran’s management team is bolstered with the welcome addition of Oscar Easton and the 
experienced Will Lambert and Wayne Gavin.
