The club was founded in 1898, initially playing close to the Rhinefield Ornamental 
Drive. The Badgers were founder members of the New Forest League which they 
won a number of times. They moved before World War 1 to a site between the 
Rose and Crown and Snakecatcher pubs. Following the war the club played in both 
the Bournemouth and Hampshire leagues, moving to Fathersfield. In 1931 they 
were forced to move again, to Black Knoll when Fathersfield was given over to 
housing. In 1935 the club won the New Forest Lads Cup. Within two years the 
Badgers moved to Oberfield and after World War 2 they spent some seasons at Tile 
Barn before moving to their current home at Grigg Lane in 1951. 
 
The club were crowned Hampshire League Division Three champions in 1960 as 
well as winning the Bournemouth Seniors cup. They moved between the Second 
and Third divisions until in 1971 they were promoted to Division One where they 
won the league title in the 1975-76 season. Brockenhurst were founder members of 
the Wessex League, joining in 1986. The clubôs FA Cup giant killing reached its 
pinnacle in season 2001/02 when Kingstonian were defeated and in season 2004/05 
the club reached the 3rd qualifying round, the run ending in defeat to Bath City. 
 
In season 2012/13 the club returned to the Wessex Premier Division as Division One 
champions and reached the final of both the Southampton DFA Senior Cup and the 
Wessex League Cup. The Badgers won three cups in three yearsðin season 
2019/20 the team won the Bournemouth Senior Cup; in 2020/21 we lifted the 
Hampshire Senior Invitational Supplementary Cup; and in 2021/22 we won the 
Russell-Cotes Cup.  In 2020/21, both the U18 and U17 teams won their divisions.  
Season 2021/22 was one of the most successful for Brockenhurst in recent years, 
with the club finishing 6th in the Premier Division, getting to the last 16 in the FA 
Vase and winning the Russell-Cotes Cup. 
 
Brockenhurst celebrated its 125th season in 2023/24, and missed out on the 
promotion playoffs by goal difference only.  At the end of the season, long-serving 
manager Pat McManus left the club; a successful and enjoyable testimonial match 
for Pat was held in July 2024. 
 
Danny Ackland has now become the manager of Brockenhurst; we have retained 
many of the players from last yearôs positive campaign, and have made some great 
signings too.  The future looks bright for The Badgers.

Club history  

The Watersiders were founded in 1935.  After playing in the wartime Hythe 
and District League the club joined the Southampton Junior League.  We 
joined the Hampshire League in 1950, winning Division One in 1998. 
The club recognised that the longer-term aim had to be promotion to the Wes-
sex League.  Despite being champions of the Hampshire League, ground im-
provements necessary for promotion had not been completed.  Finally in 2000, 
after 50 years in the Hampshire League, the Watersiders achieved promotion 
to the Wessex League. 
In 2005 the club became only the second in Hampshire to be awarded the FA 
Adult Standard Charter. 
By 2009 the club had achieved promotion to the Wessex Premier division.  The 
2012/13 season was a standout ï the Watersiders won the Premier Division by 
10 points, reached the 4th Qualifying round of the FA Cup, losing 3-0 to Has-
tings United, and reached the last 32 of the FA Vase. 
The Watersiders were winners of the Russell-Cotes Cup in 2015. 
Glenn Howes took the reins in his managerial debut in 2015/16, ultimately 
guiding the team to third place behind Salisbury FC, missing out on second 
place with a defeat at Fareham Town on the last game of the season. The club 
also finished runners up in the Southampton Senior Cup and in the Russell-
Cotes Cup and made it to the 3rd round qualifying of the FA Cup. 
2017/18 was the most successful in the clubôs history ï as well as appearances 
in two finals at St Maryôs, in the Hampshire Senior and Southampton Senior 
Cups, and reaching the last 32 in the FA Vase, the Watersiders won the Wes-
sex Premier Division and were promoted to the Southern League. 
Success continued in 2018/19 with the Club winning Southern League South 
Division One.  Hard work behind the scenes in connection with Ground Grading 
requirements enabled the club to be promoted to the Southern League South 
Premier Division. 
Over the years, the Club has had their fair share of Cup success. In the 
1980/90s the Club made six appearances at the Dell in the Southampton Sen-
ior Cup to add to the two in the 1940s, ending up as winners in four of them. 
The last success, in 1998, led to a league and cup double. In the 2000 final, 
the Club suffered the agony of losing 2-1 in a replay to AC Delco (after a pow-
er failure caused the abandonment of the first game) with 15 minutes to go 
and with a 2-0 lead.

Jon Renyardõs review of blackfield &    

Langley v Brockenhurst ñ 21 december 2024  

Brock started this game positively enough ï a couple of great runs 
from Bunce, one leading to a pass inside to Atiako-Hall who missed 
his kick ï but the Watersiders also forced some sharp defending 
from Torniainen, just ahead of Roocroft, a reminder that possession 
and territory are only as good as the use you make of them.  And 
on 17, Brock made the best use possible ï a great chipped pass 
which Burgess ran onto and coolly lobbed keeper Harwood to give 
the visitors the lead.  Atiako-Hall was almost in three minutes later, 
excellently intercepted by the impressive Hillé and then another 
warning shot, Bunce slipped in midfield conceding possession to 
Hitchings who advanced and shot just wide from 25 yards with 
Valero beaten.  32 minutes, free kick taken by Ramos, brilliantly 
tipped over by Valero for a corneré and before it was taken a red 
card shown to Pickett who ï not for the first time in his career ï 
had grabbed a Brock defender by the unmentionables.  Down to 
ten, it was going to be tough for Blackfield, and they might have 
conceded a second to Bunce whose shot was brilliantly blocked.  
But then, game on: Brock lost the ball to Roocroft but he had an 
awful lot to do, which he did superbly, twisting his way past two 
defenders and shooting calmly into the far corner for the equaliser.  
It hadnôt been coming, but now the hosts had something to build 
on.  Bunce again ï the spark of most good things ï set up Tor-
niainen whose shot was blocked on the line, and then Atiako-Hall 
seemed to be through but cut inside and saw his shot blocked.  HT 
1-1 
Thereôs not time or space in this report to list all the chances in the 
second half.  50 minutes, a Bunce shot blocked on the line; a mi-
nute later, his powerful cross was turned home by a defender 
ahead of Atiako-Hall for an own goal.  The home team almost 
equalised when a free kick was deflected against his own bar by a 
Brock defender, but after that Brock created no fewer than eight 
gilt-edged chances to extend their lead, none taken ï massive cred-
it to Harwood who made some outstanding saves, mostly from sub 
Simpson, a couple more superb clearances off the line, and all that 
meant that the Watersiders held out hope of an unlikely point, es-
pecially when Reynolds came on and started racing down the right 
flank and crossing dangerously.  Nervy closing moments, then, but 
Brock held out for the win. FT 1-2 
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
