The club was founded in 1898, initially playing close to the Rhinefield Ornamental 
Drive. The Badgers were founder members of the New Forest League which they 
won a number of times. They moved before World War 1 to a site between the 
Rose and Crown and Snakecatcher pubs. Following the war the club played in both 
the Bournemouth and Hampshire leagues, moving to Fathersfield. In 1931 they 
were forced to move again, to Black Knoll when Fathersfield was given over to 
housing. In 1935 the club won the New Forest Lads Cup. Within two years the 
Badgers moved to Oberfield and after World War 2 they spent some seasons at Tile 
Barn before moving to their current home at Grigg Lane in 1951. 
 
The club were crowned Hampshire League Division Three champions in 1960 as 
well as winning the Bournemouth Seniors cup. They moved between the Second 
and Third divisions until in 1971 they were promoted to Division One where they 
won the league title in the 1975-76 season. Brockenhurst were founder members of 
the Wessex League, joining in 1986. The club’s FA Cup giant killing reached its 
pinnacle in season 2001/02 when Kingstonian were defeated and in season 2004/05 
the club reached the 3rd qualifying round, the run ending in defeat to Bath City. 
 
In season 2012/13 the club returned to the Wessex Premier Division as Division One 
champions and reached the final of both the Southampton DFA Senior Cup and the 
Wessex League Cup. The Badgers won three cups in three years—in season 
2019/20 the team won the Bournemouth Senior Cup; in 2020/21 we lifted the 
Hampshire Senior Invitational Supplementary Cup; and in 2021/22 we won the 
Russell-Cotes Cup.  In 2020/21, both the U18 and U17 teams won their divisions.  
Season 2021/22 was one of the most successful for Brockenhurst in recent years, 
with the club finishing 6th in the Premier Division, getting to the last 16 in the FA 
Vase and winning the Russell-Cotes Cup.  Brockenhurst celebrated its 125th season 
in 2023/24, and missed out on the promotion playoffs by goal difference only.  At 
the end of the season, long-serving manager Pat McManus left the club; a 
successful and enjoyable testimonial match was held for Pat in July 2024. 
 
We recently appointed Steve Devlin as first-team manager of Brockenhurst.  We 
have retained the core of the squad from last year’s campaign, and added 
experience, some returning players and a number of promising players.  The future 
looks bright for The Badgers.

Club history 

Founded in 1885, Christchurch FC are celebrating 138 years in local football and 
can claim to be one of the pioneers of Hampshire League soccer, as they were 
founder members of the Hampshire Football Association in 1887. Christchurch’s 
first honours on local soccer fields came in 1893 when they won the Hampshire 
Junior Cup. The team was then known locally as the “Can’t Whack Ems”. In 
1970 Christchurch became the first club to win the Bournemouth Senior Cup 3 
times in successive seasons.  Christchurch won the Bournemouth Pickford Cup 
in 1977 and in 1987 won the Hampshire Intermediate Cup. Christchurch’s long 
association with Barrack Road Recreation ground, in the centre of the town,  
ended at the start of the 1984/85 season when the club moved to Hurn Bridge. 
Christchurch gained admission to the Wessex League in the 1987/88 season.  
At the start of the 1995/96 season, the club built a new 200 seat cantilever 
stand. Christchurch Football Club now has 11 teams under its umbrella operat-
ing at all levels from 8 years to men’s teams, with a thriving ladies’ team too. 
Season 2011/12 was one of the best ever at the club at senior level with the 1st 
team finishing in their highest SWL position, an excellent 3rd place with their 
highest ever points total of 85 points, reaching the final of the Russell Cotes 
Cup, winning the Sydenham League Cup beating local rivals Brockenhurst, and 
topping the Sydenham Fair Play League in the season. Unfortunately, at the end 
of a turbulent season in 2014/15 the first team were relegated to Division 1. 
Near the beginning of 2015/2016 season Ollie Cherrett and Chris Hart replaced 
the previous management team. Although an immediate return to the Premier 
Division did not occur, the set up at the football club progressed immensely. 
Season 2017/2018 was successful, with the first team winning the Sydenham 
Football League (Wessex) First division, returning to Premier Division for 
2018/2019 season.   In the Covid-19 curtailed season saw us have a good FA 
Cup run reaching the 3rd Qualifying Round beating Northern Premier League 
leaders Gloucester City enroute before losing to Dulwich Hamlet of the Southern 
Premier League on penalties in front of the BBC cameras which was broadcast 
live to the nation. Now in season 2024/25, big changes are happening with the 
set-up of a new development centre which will see players be able to progress 
up through the Christchurch ranks. The Club also appointed Wayne Crutcher 
and Christer Warren to the 1st team helm, following a successful time at Wim-
borne Town FC Reserves. This appointment saw a more vibrant and younger 
playing squad assembled, In October, Christer resigned to pursue other inter-
ests. Adam Farmer was then appointed Assistant Manager and alongside Wayne 
they both oversaw an exciting brand of football that eventually saw a top 10 
finish in the League. Preseason has gone well, the squad has been added too, 
and the whole Club is looking forward to the new season both on and off the 
field.

Brock put recent results behind them with a commanding perfor-
mance.

87 minutes, Crittenden again for Hythe, clean through with only 
Valero to beat – again, Valero the winner, three outstanding saves for 
the evening. Brock put the icing on it just into overtime, a wonderful 
run from Giles from left back, hitting a powerful cross-shot which 
Parnham could only parry and Speechley-Price tucked the loose ball 
home from a couple of yards. And still time for Burgess to block a shot 
from Sexton, which preserved the clean sheet and rounded off a per-
fect evening.
